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The PDF QR Reader is a small program that reads a PDF file, finds QR codes inside of it,
reads out their contents and reports the results in several different formats.
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Default Setup

To set up the PDF QR Reader you can just download a zip file, call a setup script, and it
should start working.

In particular, you can download the latest zip from:

http://asofterspace.com/pdfQrReader/pdfQrReader.zip

To run the PDF QR Reader on your computer, you need to install Java on it.
(Any JRE or JDK of Java 7 or higher will be sufficient.)

To check that you have Java installed, you can type in a terminal:

java -version

Once Java is found, unzip the PDF QR Reader file, e.g. under Linux by typing:

unzip pdfQrReader.zip

You now have the run.bat and run.sh commands available to start the program.
(See chapter “Basic Operations.”)
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Setup using Manual Build

If you want to build the PDF QR Reader yourself, then you first of all should ensure that
you have a JDK (Java Development Kit) of Java 7 or higher on your machine.

You also have to ensure that javac isonthe PATH and can be found.

To check both, you can type in a terminal:

java -version and javac -version

Once you have set up the JDK, clone the cdm repository onto your machine:

git clone https://github.com/ASofterSpace/PdfQrReader.git

Finally, build the latest version of the cdm commandline tool by calling under Windows:

build.bat

Or under Linux:

./build.sh
Should you want to create a zip release file of what you just built, then you have to get
your hands on a Java 7 rt.jar (such that the released zip can be created in a way

compatible with Java 7 and above.)
Once you have it, put this file at the location:

other/java7 rt.jar

Then, under Linux you can call:

./release.sh

(from the same directory in which you also executed the . /build.sh command.)
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Basic Operations

Take a PDF file that contains pictures with QR Codes and put it into the same directory
as the PDF QR Reader.

As an example, we will be using this manual which you are reading right now:

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Inside the PDF, the QR codes should ideally be contained in their own picture elements,
such as this one:
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Even slightly corrupted QR codes should be recognized, such as this one, which is
rotated and had its colors washed out a bit:




Finally, also QR codes embedded into other pictures can be recognized, but this is still a
bit experimental — if you have a particular file for which this does not yet work, please
let us know and we can probably improve this program for you:
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Now rename the PDF file to input.pdf:
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Run the PDF QR Reader by calling run.bat (on Windows) or run. sh (on Linux):
